Halloween brings no joy to Sharane Haymond.  

On that night two years ago Mark Miller of Mapleton killed her seven year old daughter, Karlee.  He had, as he admitted, snorted drugs before he drove a truck and raced through a red light smashing into the van Karlee was riding in. 

Karlee Haymond died in her mother’s arms at Primary Children’s Hospital of head injuries from the horrible crash. 

The Utah County Attorney’s office has finally responded by allowing the plaintiff to plead down and plead down until the charge has been dropped to third degree automobile homicide.
